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All are users of pesticides. And all are among the
millions of consumers and professionals reached
each year through the Cooperative Extension
Service and the United States Department of
Agriculture to safely use pesticides and minimize
risks.
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State agencies certify those who pass the
training requirements, and certified applicators
are responsible for recertification, usually every
three to five years [Fig. 10.

Homeowners need not be certified to apply
general use pesticides that can be purchased at
the garden center, hardware store or grocery
store. But these products, too, can be harmful
if used improperly. The PSEP (Fig. 1i provides
training that helps ensure these are not
misused. This publication highlights four state
programs that demonstrate the commitment
to excellence shared by most PSEP programs.
